Description: 

When QJOB_LIMIT is defined in lsb.queue, sometimes jobs submitted to the queue cannot be dispatched even if there are available slots.

e.g. 

Define a queue with QJOB_LIMIT.

Begin Queue

QUEUE_NAME   = test

PRIORITY     = 49

NICE         = 10

QJOB_LIMIT   = 6

DESCRIPTION  = Jobs submitted to this queue.

End Queue

Then submit three jobs.

bsub -q test -n 4 sleep 10000

bsub -q test -n 4 sleep 10000

bsub -q test -n 2 sleep 10000 

The third job will pend even though it should be run.

This patch will fix this problem.

7.1 Before installation

Log on to the LSF master host as root, and set your LSF environment:

(LSF_TOP: Full path to the top-level installation directory of LSF.)

Set your environment:

For csh or tcsh: % source LSF_TOP/conf/cshrc.lsf

For sh, ksh, or bash: $ . LSF_TOP/conf/profile.lsf 

7.2 Installation steps 

1) Go to the patch install directory:

cd $LSF_ENVDIR/../9.1/install/

2) Copy the patch file to install directory $LSF_ENVDIR/../9.1/install/:

3) Run patchinstall:

./patchinstall lsf9.1.1_linux2.6-glibc2.3-x86_64-229350.tar.Z
7.3 After installation

Run badmin mbdrestart.

7.4 Uninstalling

To roll back a patch, use patchinstall –r:

1) Run as root

2) ./patchinstall –r lsf9.1.1_linux2.6-glibc2.3-x86_64-229350.tar.Z
3) Run badmin mbdrestart.
