When uninstalling the CAC on a Windows 2003 x64, you will be presented with a windows cmd prompt which must be
closed so that the un-installation process can complete.
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When uninstalling the CAC there is a left over folder (default install) C:\IBM\Tivoli\Tipv2_fbws which will have to be
manually removed should you want to reinstall the CAC again on the same system. If you attempt to reinstall to the
same path prior to removing this folder, the install process will generate a prompt message stating that the directory
already exists.

When selecting more than 30,000 clients to a group at the same time the admin console server process slows downs
while trying to assign this many number of clients. To avoid the performance slow down, it is recommend to select no
more than 30,000 clients at a time for group assignment.

When setting up alerts using SSL, you will have to install the smtp server’s signer certificate before email can be
successfully sent. Please refer to the Installation and User’s guide for more details.

If you receive an ANS0326SE error during back up to TSM 6.2 Server, the user must increase that node's maximum
number of mount points. To set the max mount points on a node, the user will need to run the following command on
the TSM server: update node <node_name> MAXNUMMP=X (where X is a number larger then the current number
of mount points). Possible causes include an initial back-up failure or cable problem.

Preset password for TSM 6.1 and 6.2 Server may fail and users may still get the password prompt. The work
around is that the user should enter their TSM nodes password at the prompt to resolve the issue.

The systray icon does not turn yellow to indicate an issue with the remote storage location when the network cable is
disconnected. If the user opened the GUI it is displayed properly and it does not affect the normal operations of the
product.

The Central Administration Console will show 32-bit in the product information window rather than 64-bit on Windows

Adaptive Bandwidth
Many CDP users run CDP on their laptop in more than one location. A typical user might use his/her laptop at the
office, at home, from a hotel, or on the road with an air card. Each of those locations may have networks with
different bandwidth constraints. The office location might have abundant bandwidth and the user lets CDP run wide
open. At home, on a slower network, the user may find that if CDP is allowed to run wide open the user's e-mail
application becomes slow because CDP consumes so much of the network bandwidth. In this case the user would
like to limit CDP's use of the bandwidth so that e-mail runs faster. In the case of the hotel network or the air card,
bandwidth might be at such premium that the user wants CDP to disable remote backups while connected to those
networks. This feature allows the user to create policies for how CDP should be throttled for each of their networks.
This will allow the user to move from network to network without having to manually change the throttle setting.

Status indications added to systray icon
Prior releases of CDP, the systray icon was limited to start the CDP user interface and pause/resume remote
replication operations and displayed a balloon tip with messages. We have added a status indicator to the Windows
systray that tells the user about the general health of the software.

TSM 6.2.1 APl integration

Server.

The CAC parses the xml report files for
several reasons. These xml report files generally tend to be small in size. However, there are cases where the xml

report files can grow several hundred megabytes in size. This has been fixed so that should the CAC encounter a large
report file, it will read it in segments to avoid the possibility of an out of memory exception.

When an external drive is plugged in and added to the include/exclude list and was later unplugged, a “\” would end up
in the include/exclude list resulting in unexpected backup behavior.
Fixed time/date stamps on the user interface when displaying in other languages.

Removed the Start->All Programs->Tivoli folder on uninstall if the folder is empty.

When backing up to a TSM Server and a FP_ERR_SEQONLY error is returned, CDP would not back up properly. CDP
now does a full file backup.

Dialog overlay capacity fixed in Firefox 3.5.

Limitations and Known Problems
Do not use unicode characters in the install path as FastBack for Workstations will not install properly.

When running on the Spanish locale, the blue status bar may display in the wrong location showing storage in use when
no storage is being used.

During backup of a very long file path, you may see an overflow of the GUI panel. No expected problems.
When installing FastBack for Workstations v6.1.2 over CDP for File v3.1, the Help links will not work. This over install

also results in multiple links in Start->All Programs->Tivoli, both links will bring up the user interface correctly. This will be
resolved in the next PTF.

APAR Fixes

IC65674 — When subfile is enabled and a file is saved that is over subfile minimum, a delta file is created then the file is
saved again but smaller than the subfile size, when a restore of the file is attempted it fails with "FILEPATH ERROR
FPDIFF CATCHUP READ ERR:"

IC65818 — Unnecessary storage used if e-mail application is run before the FastBack for Workstations client starts up.

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Defect Fixes
Fixed the installer so that a user cannot install the product on the root drive.

Fixed the summary page in the configuration wizard to display the correct drive.

When selecting the email link from the Status Page it would bring you to the Advanced Settings screen. Fixed the email
link to go to the email screen.

When the client is offline, there is no indication in the GUI that scanning is waiting for the target to be connected. This
problem is fixed and 'waiting' scans are indicated as 'Evaluating folders/files' when viewing the FastBack for Workstations
icon in the lower right corner of the GUI Status Page.

The compression and encryption function in the product must be disabled when using TSM as a back-up target. If
customers want to use compression or encryption, they must set those features in the TSM software.

When a valid TSM remote location is selected in the Remote Storage panel, a pop-up message would display. Fixed the
pop-up message so that it only appears when an invalid TSM remote location selected.

On some platforms, the TSM password prompt would display every ten minutes. Fixed the TSM password prompt window
so it only displays when needed, however a limitation still exists. Refer to the Limitations section below for the new
behavior of the fix.

A user could bypass the encryption password pop-up window by clicking the OK button without entering the password and
the product would continue to work. Fixed the encryption password pop-up window so that if a user does not type their
password and hits OK, a pop-up appears telling the user to input the correct password.

When searching for a file to restore using the option, ‘files you have but no application can open the file’ and its file
extension is not included in the internal list (.vnc, .pmopivots, .part, .Ick, .gcf, .abm), that file will not be found. Fixed so
that the GUI does not display the ‘files you have but no application can open the file’ as an option to the user if the
FastBack for Workstations client cannot find any program in the system that can open those types of files in the internal
list.

Improvements
Upgraded the FastBack for Workstations client to use the TSM 6.1.3 API.

Limitations and Known Problems
If a CDP for Files TSM session on the server is cancelled during a file backup, the backup will abort and log an error.

CDP for Files backing up to a TSM Server
When using a Tivoli Storage Manager Server as a CDP backup target, the CDP password prompt keeps popping up if
the User account on the machine does not have administrative privileges. The reason is because Tivoli Storage
Manager needs full access to the following registry path in order to save the password:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\IBM\ADSM
This only applies to users in the users group on Windows XP, Windows Vista and Windows 7, and users in the
administrator groups on Windows Vista and Windows 7.
To fix the problem, use regedit to grant full access to the user running CDP for Files. Full access must be granted to
the following key:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\IBM\ADSM
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
